THE CHURCH

“I was glad when they said unto me, Let us go
into the house of the Lord.”

“For a day in Thy couris is better than a
thousand. I had rather be a doorkeeper in the house
of my God, than fto dwell in the tents of
wickedness.”  Psalm 122:1; Psalm 84:10

What is the “church?”

The word church means “called out.” Called out,
an assembly of believers, to work together, to
continue the work that Christ had begun over 2,000
years ago. The church’s primary focus is to fulfill the
Great Commission before Christ returns to earth
again in power and great glory. Reaching the lost for
Christ remains its greatest passion. Striving for unity
among the Body of true believers remains an
essential goal.

How important is the church?

God has always chosen a place to meet with man
whom He created. With Adam and Eve, it was the
Garden of Eden. Under Moses, God gave orders for a
Tabernacle to be constructed for the purpose of
continuing to meet with His people. Under King
Solomon, a temple was erected. Worshipping God
was to be an on-going commitment. The New
Testament Church was built by Christ himself.
Matthew 16:18. It is HIS church! Jesus added to HIS
church “such as should be saved.” Acts 2:47. He
continues that same work today through His saints, as
they proclaim, promote, and live the gospel of Jesus
Christ. HIS church is that “glorious church, without
spot or wrinkle.” Ephesians 5:27. The church is HIS
Body (Colossians 1:24, Ephesians 1:22, 5:23, Galatians 1:18).




Its founder, builder and purchaser, Jesus Christ, is its
Head — not the pope, not a man, not any religious
organization! The church is for His glory and honor
alone. Acts 20:28. The cost? It required the shed of the
blood of Jesus Christ to purchase this church! This
church He established and built is of supreme
importance to Him. Sadly, man who needs it the
most, places the least value upon it. Satan hates the
church and wars daily against it; he frequently stirs
up persecution against it. The blood of many saints,
over the centuries, has been spilt, by various enemies,
both pagan and religious. Their undying loyalty to
Christ and love to truth enabled them to endure
persecution and even martyrdom. In the book of
Revelation, John reveals that Jesus Christ walks in
the midst of the seven golden candlesticks (the
church), observes their worship, knows their works,
and praises that which is good and right and rebukes
that which is not spiritual. God’s church is needed to
carry on the work of preaching the Gospel. If the lost
are to be harvested for Jesus, there must be, of
necessity, a Body of believers whom Christ can use,
“working with them,” confirming their word with
signs following.
For the Christian, of what benefit is the church?

The church is the ground and Pillar of Truth. 1
Timothy 3:15. The Word of God is its supreme
authority. “Thus saith the Lord” carries a far greater
weight than the word of any man. The church is
where God’s word is taught, saints receive spiritual
instruction, pray together, edify and encourage one
another. 1 Corinthians 4:17, Luke 19:47, Luke 20:1. Beiter
than a sermon preached is a sermon lived. Where ever the
saints assemble together, that is their “church.” 1
Corinthians 11:18, 14:23, and 14:12. It is a place for public
prayer. Hebrews 2:12. God’s house, from the very
beginning, was intended to be A House of Prayer.
Luke 19:46, Isaiah 56:7. It also is the place where
Christians offer up sacrifices of joy, behold God’s
beauty, and enquire of Him. Psaim 27:4, 6, 95:2, 6, 100:2,
4. As His Body, Christians are to be Christ’s lips (to
share the Word and to sing God’s praises), His eyes
to see as He sees, His hands to work His wonders
among men, His feet to go where He himself would
go. Christians are ambassadors for Christ. They
reveal the salvation that is found in Jesus alone. Acts
4:12. They preach not themselves, but Christ crucified.

Does the Church have a Divine Order?

God himself, as Head, hath set the members,
every one of them, in the Body as it has pleased
Him! 1 Corinthians 12:18. Many members — but one
Body! Each member is to be given the same care:
every member is needed; each one is of worth to the
Master. There is to be no schism in the Body. It must
be united, never divided 1 Corinthians 12:25. Christ has
set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily

prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of
healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues.
Corinthians 12:28. This is God’s right — and His doing!
Believers must submit to His choosing! God is not the
author of confusion, but of peace, “as in all churches of
the saints.” 1 Corinthians 14:33. There is to be no
wrangling, nor any vain glory in the Body. “Let all
things be done decently and in order.” 1 Corinthians 14:40.
There must be a recognized flexibility in the meetings,
which allows for the Holy Spirit to move whenever he
pleases and as he pleases. Christ must have the pre-
eminence. There are set guidelines for worship, for the
use of spiritual gifts, and for church government.
Bishops and Deacons must meet certain requirements to
best fulfill their office. 1 Timothy 3:1-13. The same is true
for Elders. Titus 1:5-9. Guidelines are given for aged men
and women and for younger men and for younger
women. Titus 2:2-8. Pastors are to lead by example and by
living an exemplary life. They feed the flock of God, but
must never be “lords over God’s heritage.” 1 Peter 5:3. In
spiritual matters and teachings, the church members are
to obey them that have the rule over them! Hebrews 13: 7,
17. Pastors and members must humble themselves under
the mighty hand of God for the very work’s sake. A foot
cannot do the work of the hand. Christians must know
their place in the Body, their holy calling, and strive for
the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. Ephesians 4:3.
A Christian’s spiritual growth and maturity depends
upon it! Ephesians 4:13. If Christians will yield to the
leading of the Holy Ghost, the Spirit will move freely in
their midst. The gifts will operate as the need arises. The
word will be preached “in demonstration and power of
the Spirit.” Christians will experience “sitting together in
heavenly places;” it'll not be a rarity, but the norm.
When greater emphasis is placed upon the Word,
preferred above everyone speaking with tongues,
unbelievers, attending, will become convinced that God
is in them, “of a truth.” 1 Corinthians 14: 23-25. “How is it
then, brethren? When ye come together, everyone of you
hath a psalm, hath a doctrine, hath a tongue, hath a
revelation, hath an interpretation! Let all things be done
unto edifying.” 1 Corinthians 14:26. Consider others over
self! Edify and encourage one another! The church
exists for fellowship, for prayer, for worship, and for
hearing the Word. The preaching of the cross is the
power of God unto salvation: “it pleased God by the
foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.” 1
Corinthians 1:18, 21. Christians are to love one another. All
of the gifts, callings and talents are of little benefit if we
fail to love the brethren. Tongues become tinkling
cymbals without charity. Where love dwells — where
love flows — people will be drawn to come — and to
abide.
“The church” is Christ’s gifts to Christians! Value it.
